Minutes from February 26, 2015 were presented for approval.  Mayor Garlich made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Mr. Linberg. All in favor: Yeas (3).  Scott Klein-abstained.  
PUBLIC HEARING: 
1. Conditional Use – 15561 West High Street – Temporary Seasonal Use:   Ms. McCoy stated that the only change from last year’s permit is a shift of location from the south east side of the lot to the north east side of the lot.  Ms. Urbanowicz stated that the tent will be the same size but that they may do away with a shade tent.  Mayor Garlich asked if there was any problems with theft.  Ms. Urbanowicz stated that there was some theft.  Would like to look at doing a 2 year permit this time.  Urban Growers will get water and electricity from the bank and doctor’s office building.  Mayor Garlich suggested perhaps selling produce.  This would lengthen the seasonal request but the committee did not see any issues with this.  Ms. McCoy suggested lengthening the permit through October.  Mr. Klein made a motion to approve the conditional use permit request for two years from April through October of each year, seconded by Mr. Linberg.  All in favor: Yeas (4).
