The Village of Middlefield’s Planning & Zoning meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: Mayor Garlich, Mr. Scott Klein, Mr. Dan Gyure, Mr. Jim Linberg and Ms. Edna Davis.  

Also present: Mr. Dan Weir-Administrator, Latisha Stupka-Tax Administrator, Leslie McCoy-Zoning Inspector, Kim Breyley, Krystal Brown-Silverbear Labs, Terry Brown-Silverbear Lab, Roger Hanna, Tom Capello-Steven Horvacsek & Assoc., and Randy Vancura-Chem Technologies.
Agenda: No additions or deletions.
Minutes from April 23, 2015 were presented for approval.  Mr. Linberg made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Ms. Davis.  All in favor: Yeas (5).    
PUBLIC HEARING: 
1. Variance Request – Rhonda Petrick – 16132 East High Street:   Ms. McCoy stated that the resident would like to put in a second accessory building.  Car port will only be 7 feet from the sideline were 8 feet are required.  Mr. Klein asked about the proposed location.  Ms. McCoy stated that the carport will be by the existing garage; between the current garage and the shed.  Mr. Klein made a motion to approve the variance for a second accessory building and to approve the 7 foot sideyard setback, seconded by Mr. Linberg.  Roll call: Yeas (5)  

OLD BUSINESS:  
NEW BUSINESS:   
1. Industrial Roadway Design Regulations:  Mayor Garlich stated that there have being many long discussions with the engineer regarding the proposed construction of the road in the new industrial subdividion on State Route 87.   Would like to look at installing the road to County spec as opposed to what the village has in place now.   The road need to be built and the utilities need to be installed and more industries would be interest in building on the property.  Mr. Capello went through the differences and similarities between the village requirement and the county requirements so this road can be dedicated at some time.  Lengthy discussion regarding the specific regulations and the changes that need to be put into place.  The proposed road will be straight east off of 528 ending in a cul-da-sac.  Discussion held regarding the differences between a concrete roads versus an asphalt road.  Mr. Lee asked Mr. Capello to draft a new subdivision requirement.  Discussion regarding installing sidewalks in an industrial zone.  The committee is in agreement with having the road constructed to county specs.  Mr. Klein made a motion to have the village revised the existing design specs to make the minimum specification equal with the county specification for any industrial zone, seconded by Mr. Linberg.  Roll call: Yeas (5)  
2. Tree Trimmin Express:  Ms. McCoy stated that the company is interested in a parcel within the village.  They are asking to have the parcel rezoned to Industrial and they are proposing a truck service repair station and a fuel station.  The driveway would be off of 528 and the parcel is just a bit shy of 60 acres.  The business owner is just inquiring if this is something the village would want this type of business in that location.  The rear of the property would be adjacentlen Valley farms subdivision.  Mayor Garlich feels that this is zoned residential and should stay residential.  Lengthy discussion regarding all the issues that could arise.   The committee would really like to discuss this further with the business owner.  
3. Chem Technologies:  Mr. Randy Vancura in attendance for Chem Technologies.  Here to give an update on the new building on the corner of 528 & 87.  Finalizing the construction of phase 1 and would like to start construction on phase 2 of the building.  Discussion regarding the current buildings set up in preparation of phase 2.  With the completion of phase 2 the building will be able to handle about 100 employees.  Discussion regarding the timeline that Chem Technologies are looking at for construction of phase 2. Mr. Vancura would like to move directly into the construction of phase 2 as soon as phase 1 is complete; late spring early summer.  Mayor Garlich stated that the new construction building is a very attractive and the lighting is very well done.  
4. Silverbear Labs on Orchard:  Ms. McCoy stated that she received a complaint regarding a business being run from a residence.  The Browns are running a breeding business and have puppies for sale.  Ms. McCoy requested that the Browns come in and they discussed the complaint and what needs to be done to apply for a conditional use permit.  The Browns have another litter due June 24th before the next Planning and Zoning Meeting.  The Browns were not aware that they were not allowed to run a business from their home.  Discussion regarding the number of dogs that reside at the residence.  Since the Browns have been living in Middlefield they have had 2 litters.  Discussion regarding the wording of the Ordinance regarding the number of animals allowed in a residence.  Mr. Lee stated that the complaints filed are regarding the number of dogs on the premises the odor and the disposal of the dog fecal matter.  Ms. Brown stated that they installed and underground fencing system in the backyard and 4 out of the 5 dogs are on the system.  Ms. Brown stated that she tries to remove the waste at least once per day.  This winter the waste got away from them due to the weather.  Mr. Brown stated that they can dispose of the waste daily off site if needed.  Ms. Brown stated that she picks up the waste daily and then puts lime on the waste to help eliminate the odor.  Mr. & Mrs. Brown were not aware that they were in violation and they did check about the number of animals allowed per residence before being transferred here by the church.  Discussion regarding the possible amount of noise that the dogs and litter of puppies could make.  Ms. Brown stated that the puppies are kept in the basement and the garage until they are older and she does have bark collars.  Mr. Lee stated that the Planning Commission will make a decision regarding this unusual home base business on a very small residential lot in the village.  All the surrounding neighbors will be notified about the June 25th hearing and will have the right to voice their concerns.  Ms. Brown asked about being able to sell the puppies that are due June 24th and explained that most of the puppies are sold prior to the litter being born.  The Commission will permit the selling of the litter but no more breeding should take place until the commission makes a decision on the Conditional Use Permit.  
ZONING INSPECTORS REPORT:    Ms. McCoy stated that the zoning department has been busy and has issued a couple of violations that are being addressed.  Mr. Klein asked if Vinny’s is still planning a patio.  The patio is still in planning just have not brought any plans to planning commission.  Discussed if there was any home construction taking place.  Dunkin donuts has closed.  
There being no further business before the Planning & Zoning Commission Mr. Klein made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 pm, seconded by Mr. Linberg.  All in favor: Yeas (5).
