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ORDINANCE 17-113


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 945.01 AND 945.04 
OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES TO PROVIDE REGULATIONS 
FOR THE VILLAGE REFUSE BAG PROGRAM FOR RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES, 
AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY


WHEREAS, on March 9, 2017, the Council passed Ordinance 16-145, enacting new Chapter 945 of the Codified Ordinances to create regulations for refuse pick-up in the Village; and 

WHEREAS, existing Section 945.04 currently prohibits the use of plastic bags for refuse disposal; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that the Village will sponsor a refuse bag program, with special Refuse Bags approved by the contractor to be sold by the Village, and used by residents as an alternate means of disposal.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Village of Middlefield, County of Geauga, and State of Ohio, that:

SECTION 1. Existing Section 945.01(a) of the Codified Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

945.01	DEFINITIONS

As used in this Chapter:

(a)       “Approved Refuse Bag” shall mean only the special plastic refuse bags, 
which have been pre-approved by the Village’s Refuse Contractor, and which subscribers may purchase from the Village at Village Hall.

SECTION 2. Existing Sections 945.01(a) through 945.01(x), are hereby renumbered as Sections 945.01(b) through 945.01(y), respectively.

SECTION 3. Existing Section 945.04 of the Codified Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

945.04	STORAGE CONTAINERS FOR TRASH.

(a)	Each subscriber shall place his or her trash at the curb line, alley line or regular place of pick up in either the solid waste container supplied by the Village’s Refuse Contractor or in an Approved Refuse Bag purchased from the Village.  Use of any plastic bag other than an Approved Refuse Bag is permissible only if the bag is first placed into the solid waste container supplied by the Village’s Refuse Contractor.

(b)	 Plastic bags other than Approved Refuse Bags are not acceptable for refuse disposal unless first placed into the solid waste container supplied by the Village’s Refuse Contractor for pickup.  Use of non-approved bags or containers other than those supplied by the Village’s Refuse Contractor is prohibited, and non-approved bags or non-supplied containers shall not be picked up or emptied by the Village’s Refuse Contractor.

(c)	The Village’s Refuse Contractor shall tag all bags and containers which are unauthorized. These tags shall advise the subscriber of the reason why the container may not be used, and may cite to this Ordinance.

(d)	The subscriber shall properly wrap, bag or bundle garbage before depositing it in collection containers. The Village’s Refuse Contractor shall not be required to collect animal wastes or disposable diapers unless they are wrapped in a moisture-proof material and are undetectable by odor.

(e)	Residents are required to place all items for pick up at their regular place of pick up, unless alternative arrangements are made with the Village’s Refuse and Recycling Contractor.

(f)	Each Approved Refuse Bag or container placed at the curb or alley as designated above, and each other item set out for collection, shall be placed at the location no earlier than 7:00 p.m. of the day before collection.  The containers and any items not picked up by the Village’s Refuse Contractor shall be removed from the required designated location for pickup by 7:00 p.m. the day collection has taken place.

(g)	Recyclable items eligible for the curbside recycling program maintained by the Village's Recycling Collection Contract shall be placed at the curb line or alley line, on a weekly basis, in such separate and distinctly marked bins as shall be provided by the Village’s Recycling Contractor.

(h)	Yard waste (leaves, grass clippings, weeds, shrub trimmings, holidays trees and tree trimmings) shall be collected at proscribed times by the Village.  Curb side pickup shall conform to Rules and Regulations from the Director of Streets and Utilities.

SECTION 4. This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety, due to the need to modify the existing regulations regarding use of plastic bags for refuse 


disposal prior to the effective date of the contract for municipal waste hauling.  Therefore, this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage.
