RESOLUTION 17-05
A RESOLUTION DECLARING IT NECESSARY TO RENEW

THE LEVY OF A TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN MILL LIMITATION

FOR AMBULANCE SERVICE, EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE OR BOTH.
WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 12-11, the Village of Middlefield levied a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation, for the purpose of providing ambulance service, emergency medical service or both, at a rate not exceeding 1.45 mills for each one dollar of valuation, for five years commencing in 2012; and 

WHEREAS, said tax levy expires as of December 31, 2017; and

WHEREAS, On February 21, 2017 the Geauga County Auditor certified the amount of property tax that a renewal of said tax levy would produce, as required by Section 5705.03(B) of the Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, a copy of the Auditor’s certification is attached hereto as Exhibit A. 


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Council of the Village of Middlefield, County of Geauga and State of Ohio, that:

SECTION 1.
The amount of taxes which may be raised within the ten mill limitation will be insufficient to provide for the necessary requirements of the Village.

SECTION 2.
Pursuant to the authority conferred under Section 5705.19(U) of the Revised Code, the Council hereby determines that it is necessary to renew the levy of a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation, for the purpose of  providing ambulance service, emergency medical service or both, for the benefit of the Village, at a rate not exceeding 1.45 mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to $0.145 (fourteen and one-half cents) for each one hundred dollars of valuation, for a period of five years, to wit: 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021, which constitutes a renewed levy of 1.45 mills (.00145). 

SECTION 3.
The question of approving a renewal of such tax levy shall be submitted to the electors of the Village of Middlefield at the General Election to be held at the usual voting places within the Village on November 7, 2017.

SECTION 4.
Said levy shall be placed on the tax list and duplicate for tax year 2017 if a majority of the electors voting thereon vote in favor thereof.

SECTION 5.
The Village’s Fiscal Officer is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Resolution to the Board of Elections for Geauga County, Ohio, no later than August 9, 2017 at 4:00 p.m., to notify said Board of Elections to cause notice of election on the question of levying said tax to be given as required by law and to take all other actions required by law relative to the submission of said issue to the electorate.
