The Finance & Ordinance meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. with the following members present: Mr. Sam Morrow, Mr. Scott Klein and Ms. Kaitlyn Arganti.
Also present:  Mayor Garlich, Mr. Nick Giardina-Fiscal Officer, Ms. Leslie McCoy - Administrator, Chief Tucholski, Lt. Savage, Ms. Jess Giardina, Ann Wishart-Maple Leaf and Ms. Joyce Porozynski.
Agenda:  No additions or deletions to the minutes.
Approval of Minutes:  March 8, 2018 meeting minutes were presented for approval. Mr. Klein made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3)
OLD BUSINESS 

1. Village Finances – Discussion: Mr. Giardina stated that Income Tax is up about 7% over last year. Water and Sewer collection is up compared to last year. Receipts are up and expenses are down. There was quite a lot of overtime in March due to all the storms; causing payroll to be trending up.  
NEW BUSINESS

1. Resolution 18-13 A Resolution Designating May 2018 Stroke Awareness Month, and May 10, 2018 Middlefield Means Health Day, and Declaring an Emergency: No discussion held. Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Resolution 18-13 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
2. Resolution 18-14 A Resolution Declaring the Necessity for an Election on the Question of Approving Ordinance Amending Section 182.012 of the Codified Ordinances to Provide 0.25% Increase in the Current Levy on Income, to a Combined Rate of 1.25%, Beginning January 1, 2019, with the Revenue Derived from said Increase to be Allocated Solely to Infrastructure Repair and Maintenance Purposes: Lengthy discussion regarding the amount of the proposed increase, should it be a .25% or .50%. The .25% is estimated to allow an additional collection of $600,000 and can only be used for infrastructure. The Village has cut cost by combining positions and careful spending. This will have to be put on the ballot in November. Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Resolution 18-14 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
3. Resolution 18-15 A Resolution Authorizing the Transfer of Funds and Declaring an Emergency: Ms. McCoy stated that the finance department has decided to do transfer each quarter as needed. Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Resolution 18-15 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
4. Ordinance 18-111 An Ordinance Granting Final Approval of the Plat for Woodsong PUD, Phase 9, and Declaring an Emergency: The requests that was put forward by Planning commission have been met. Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Ordinance 18-11 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
5. Ordinance 18-112 An Ordinance Authorizing the Village Fiscal Officer to Contribute to Brandon Savage’s HSA Account, and Declaring an Emergency:          Mr. Morrow made a motion to recommend Ordinance 18-112 to Council, motion seconded by Ms. Arganti. All in favor: Yeas (3).
6. Ordinance 18-113 An Ordinance Amending Existing Section 182.02 of the Codified Ordinances to Increase the Income Tax Rate from 1.0% to 1.25%, Beginning January 1, 2019, with the Revenue Derived from the increase to be Allocated Solely to Infrastructure Repair and Maintenance Purposes: The Resolution put the .025% on the ballot and the Ordinance changes the Codified Ordinances. Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Ordinance 18-113 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
7. Ordinance 18-114 An Ordinance Authorizing Various Activities Related to the 18th Annual Christ Covenant Church Rib Burn-off, Waiving the Prohibition of the Codified Ordinances Regarding Same: Mr. Klein made a motion to recommend Ordinance 18-114 to Council, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (3).
