

Village of Middlefield’s
Streets, Sidewalks & Utilities Meeting
June 28, 2018 


The Village of Middlefield’s Streets, Sidewalks and Utilities Committee was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chairman Mr. Hornung with the following members present: Mr. Sam Morrow. Mayor Garlich is excused.
Also present:  Chief Joe Tucholski-Service Director, Ms. Leslie McCoy-Administrator, Mr. Tom Cappello-Village Engineer and Ms. Joyce Porozynski.
Agenda:  No additions or deletions. 
Minutes of May 24, 2018 were presented for approval. Mr. Morrow moved to approve the minutes as presented, motion seconded by Mr. Hornung. All in favor: Yeas (2).   
OLD BUSINESS   
1. Budget: Chief Tucholski stated that the budget was gone over today with the finance department. The Bucket Truck needs to be replaced. Looking at used trucks.  
NEW BUSINESS
1. Adjustment Journal – May 2018: Ms. McCoy stated that there were only a couple of adjustments for the month. Mr. Hornung approved the adjustments as submitted, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow. All in favor: Yeas (2). 
2. Equipment: Chief Tucholski stated that most of the equipment is in good working condition. The equipment that needs replaced is some of the larger pieces of equipment. Discussion regarding the mosquito sprayer in the chevy S10. 
3. Street/Sidewalk Repairs: Discussion regarding the catch basin repairs that are needed. The contractor is only charging for time and material at each repair.  
4. Potential Project: Sidewalk installation along SR 87 to Tare Creek: Ms. McCoy stated that Mr. Klein proposed this project to the Planning Commission and would like to have it discussed in this committee. The sidewalk currently ends at the start of the east end of the plaza. This proposed project would extend the sidewalk from the east end of the plaza and to Tare Creek. The committee feels that if the project can be funded 100% then they are in favor but if the village is not in the position to be funding this project. Should be put on the list to look back at for future project. This would be an extensive excavation project to install a sidewalk. Discussion regarding the condition of the parking lot.
5. WTP/WWTP Repairs: Chief Tucholski stated that thing are good. Some small repairs to the pumps at the boosters. There is a control panel at the downtown pump station that is not working correctly. Currently the department has to manually change the float system. Chief Tucholski stated that he has ordered the parts that need to be repaired. Approximate cost is around $4,000.00.
6. Catch Basin at 15070 Woodsong Drive: Chief Tucholski stated that this is on the list for repairs. The catch basin is crumbling. 
7. General Discussion:  Discussion regarding the Levy and infrastructure repairs that are needed. On Monday and Tuesday of this coming week, Button Street will be closed. Aldi’s is cruising along. The retention is moving along and tie in’s are being completed. The proposed entrance will be on Springdale and a catch basin will need to be moved. The Middle School parking lot is almost completed. Discussion regarding rehabbing some of the fire departments. Currently looking for a new employee, Logan Berkey is leaving in July. Discussion regarding the landscaping at the cemetery. Mr. Cappello stated that South Springdale Project is out for bid. The bid opening will be Friday July 6th. This is a grind, adjust castings and then resurface. Discussion regarding the improvements that are needed on Lake Street.
