Minutes June 10, 2021


The Finance & Ordinance meeting was called to order at 5:32 pm with the following members present: Mr. Sam Morrow, Ms. Kaitlyn Arganti, and Mr. Hornung. 
Also present:  Mayor Garlich, Mr. Nick Giardina-Fiscal Officer, Ms. Carrie Ehrhart-Office Assist., Chief Tucholski, Joyce Porozynski and Scott Klein.
Agenda:  No additions or deletions to the agenda.
Approval of Minutes:  May 13, 2021 meeting minutes were presented for approval. Mr.  Hornung made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, motion seconded by Mr. Morrow.  All in favor: Yeas (3).
OLD BUSINESS 

1. Village Finances – Discussion: Mr. Giardina stated that May collections were great. Income Tax Collection was up considerably compared to 2019. Business withholding is up substantially. This indicates that the village has employment growth. Moved a million dollars from the checking account to investments in May. The collection totals are up 31% compared to 2019 totals. Village payroll is currently down/flat compared to last year. Look at putting more money in the infrastructure Fund. Discussion regarding loan payments in July. Discussion regarding if the Rescue Plan money has come from the County yet.   
NEW BUSINESS

1. Resolution 21-08 A Resolution Expressing the Support of the Village Council for Proposed House Bill No. 62, Designating the State of Ohio as a “Second Amendment Sanctuary State”, and Declaring an Emergency: Mayor Garlich stated that he had further conversations regarding the wording of the bill with Ms. Grendell. The village solicitor will be sharing an opinion and then the Police Chief and the Lt. will speak on their thoughts. Mr. Hornung made a motion to recommend Resolution 21-08 to Council, motion seconded by Ms. Arganti. All in Favor: Yeas (3).
2. Resolution 21-10 A Resolution Ratifying the Mayor’s Imposition of a Temporary Moratorium, Pursuant to Terms of Ordinance 20-113, on the Granting of any Occupancy Permit Authorizing a Community-Based Residential Social Service Facility in any Zoning District, Pending the Enactment of Legislation Amending the Regulations Governing said Facilities, and Declaring an Emergency: Mayor Garlich stated that the Executive Committee approved the temporary moratorium. Mr. Hornung made a motion to recommend Resolution 21-10 to Council, motion seconded by Ms. Arganti.  All in favor: Yeas (3).  

3. Ordinance 21-122 An Ordinance Amending Chapter 1135 and 1153 of the Codified Ordinances to Update the Village’s Zoning Regulations as they Apply to Various Types of Community Based Social Service Facilities in Various Zoning Districts, and Declaring an Emergency: This is the legislation that has the public hearing on June 18th. Mr. Hornung made a motion to recommend Ordinance 21-122 to Council, motion seconded by Ms. Arganti. All in favor: Yeas (3).
4. Ordinance 21-123 An Ordinance Enacting new Codified Ordinance Chapter 1313 Entitled “Abatement of Nuisances”, and Declaring an Emergency: This gives the zoning inspector a harder line to prosecute repeat offenders who are letting their property continuing to be out of compliance or continue to keep falling out of compliance.     Ms. Arganti made a motion to recommend Ordinance 21-123, motion seconded by Mr. Hornung. All in favor: Yeas (3).
